The Bachelor of Education (Honours) in Primary Education and Bachelor of Fine Arts is a 4.25 year 
undergraduate, initial teacher education double degree designed to prepare graduates to teach in 
primary school settings, predominately in Australia. In addition to study in each of the learning 
areas of the primary school curriculum, the program provides graduates with a primary 
specialisation. Teacher candidates complete discipline and discipline specific curriculum and 

pedagogical studies, general education studies and professional experience.

2. VIT may require the program to be amended so that it continues to satisfy the legislative 

imperative that it is a qualification appropriate for entry to teaching as approved from time to 
time by the Minister. 

 
3. VIT will require information from Monash University to verify that the program complies with 

the requirements of a qualification appropriate for entry to teaching, including compliance with 

the Victorian framework for selection into initial teacher education.
