Program description and rationale 
Bachelor of Science/Master of Teaching (Secondary) is a four-and-a-half-year (EFTSL) initial 
teacher education double degree that leads to the conferral of two awards and prepares teachers 
for secondary school settings predominately in Australia. Teacher candidates complete discipline 
and discipline specific pedagogical studies and professional experience. 
 
*VIT imposes the following standard obligations on all accredited ITE programs. Additional 
conditions may be imposed on individual programs 

1. If Deakin University intends to make significant changes to the approved program, those 
changes must first be submitted to VIT for approval. 

2. VIT may require the program to be amended so that it continues to satisfy the legislative 
imperative that it is a qualification appropriate for entry to teaching as approved from time to 
time by the Minister. 

3. VIT will require information from Deakin University to verify that the program complies with the 
requirements of a qualification appropriate for entry to teaching, including compliance with 
the Victorian framework for selection into initial teacher education.
